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This course adopts a radically student-centered pedagogy grounded in “ungrading,”
an approach designed to cultivate genuine intellectual engagement and sustained
critical reflection. Rather than evaluating students through traditional point-based
systems, students are encouraged to take full responsibility for their learning through
self-assessment and one-on-one grading consultations. Grades are based on effort,
sincerity, and demonstrated growth in thinking, not compliance or performance
relative to peers. This encourages students to take intellectual risks, experiment with
unfamiliar ideas, and embrace productive discomfort; key preconditions for the
development of critical thinking.
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Self-guided Language Learning: Strategies and Practices

This course takes students step by step through the experience of designing and
implementing their own individualized language learning program. The emphasis is on
Mandarin as the target language but students can choose other target languages in
consultation with the instructor. The learning experiences in this course take advantage
of the surrounding local language environment. Students elicit the language expressions
and patterns they need and master them by putting them to use in communication
outside the classroom. This takes place through a ‘learning by doing’ philosophy using
a learning cycle under the coaching of the instructor.
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Taiwanese Tea Culture and Tea Ceremony Aesthetics

In this course, students will experience a Taiwanese tea ceremony, learn about
Taiwanese tea knowledge, master the steps of how to make Gongfu tea properly, and
identify fine Taiwanese tea through tasting. Field trips will be arranged to a traditional
tea farm to interview tea farmers and tea masters, with hands-on experience of picking,
sorting, drying, steeping, and tasting several tea varietals. Students will create Fortune
Pastries. (The pronunciation of pineapple in Taiwanese - “ong-lai” - sounds like “for
fortune and prosperity to come” and this is the message that you send as a blessing to
the receiver of the Pineapple Cakes.)

At the end of this course, students will be able to make a delicious Taiwanese pot of tea
and also set up their own tea ceremony, with proper utensils and implements. Students
will understand the unique characteristics and culture of Taiwan through tea. This
course is characterized by hands-on learning, an instructional approach where students
are a community of learners creating knowledge through direct inquiry and experience.

This Interdisciplinary Degree Program (IDP) in the Tunghai University International
College is a gateway into most majors at Tunghai University for international students
with limited or no Chinese ability. The first year is spent exploring various majors,
completing general education requirements in English, and taking Chinese language
classes to expand students’ course options for the following three years. From the
second to fourth years, students declare a major in another department or pursue a
degree in the IDP with a minor in another department. The IDP is ideal for students
who want to improve their Chinese ability and explore a variety of academic disciplines
as part of a vibrant international community.

The teachers, students, and study overseas opportunities create a unique international
experience for students in the IC. The faculty of the IC is composed of both local and
international teachers. Also, a third of the student population is from overseas (34
different countries). This combination of teachers and students creates a truly
international environment. Moreover, the university has numerous exchange and
double degree programs with leading universities around the world.

International applications at most universities in Taiwan require students to specify
intended majors, but not all stud do so at the start of their studies.
